This expansive, one-of-a-kind destination will feature hands-on activities that put families and guests of all ages right in the middle of NBA game action. Guests will enjoy immersive NBA video productions and numerous interactive experiences, as well as a restaurant and a retail store.

Downtown Disney is transforming into an exciting new waterfront district for world-class shopping, unique dining, and high-quality entertainment. Tenants, including fashion retailers Zara, Tommy Bahama, Lilly Pulitzer, UNIQLO and PANDORA, are the latest to sign on as Downtown Disney continues its expansion into Disney Springs at Walt Disney World Resort.

By the time it’s complete in 2016, Disney Springs will double the number of shops and restaurants currently found at Downtown Disney and grow to more than 1 million square feet, including 350,000 square feet of new leasable space. Disney Names new Chief Financial Officer; James Rasulo departs
James A. Rasulo will step down as Chief Financial Officer of The Walt Disney Company

effective June 30, 2015, it was announced by Robert A. Iger, Disney’s Chairman

and Chief Executive Officer. Afterward, Mr. Rasulo will continue to serve in an advisory

capacity to Mr. Iger and to assist in the transition.
Christine M. McCarthy has been named to replace Rasulo as Senior Executive Vice President and Chief Financial Officer of The Walt Disney Company.

Prior to joining Disney, Ms. McCarthy was the Executive Vice President and Chief Financial Officer of Imperial Bancorp from 1997 to 2000. She held various finance and planning positions at First Interstate Bancorp from 1981 to 1996, and was elected Executive Vice President in Finance for First Interstate in 1993. Ms. McCarthy completed her Bachelor’s Degree in Biological Sciences at Smith College, where she received an award for excellence in botany, and later earned an MBA in Marketing and Finance from the Anderson School at UCLA.
