What is with all of these newly found items?

Comes as quite a shock to find this many new items all at once.  This is the most items ever reported in several years.  e-Bay of late has been sluggish with Disney items, but this month paid off well with some interesting new items.
AG-OT-32 "Walt Disney Studios - Autographed by Mickey, Minnie, Donald, Daisy, Pluto and Goofy"

This plate was intended to collect Bob Chapek's autograph who is the newly appointed Chairman of Walt Disney Parks and Resorts, however, Mr. Chapek declined to autograph the plate.  The plate was instead signed by Mickey, Minnie, Donald, Daisy, Pluto and Goofy.  A very nice consolation prize!
DW-EP-23 "Chevrolet Bow Tie Logo"  [SKU/UPC: 400008 741026]
This Chevrolet logo plate was discovered by Alison Warmann of California on the "Shop Disney Parks" App.  The plate bears a Disney price tag and most likely is being sold at Test Track in Epcot at Walt Disney World.  The "Shop Disney Parks" App is available for free from the Apple App Store or Google Play.  The App seems to be exclusive for park merchandise such as this plate.  The plate has not been found on any other on-line Disney site.  The plate has been around for a few years as the ID number on the plate indicates that it was manufactured in April of 2012.  The plate has a white back and sells for $14.95.  The plate also a GM Official Merchandise hologram on the back of the plate.
EP-FR-06 "Test Track Sponsored by Chevrolet" frame
This plastic frame was also discovered by Alison Warmann of California on the "Shop Disney Parks" App.  The frame which has four colorful icons on the top banner, appear to represent the automotive industry and or the "Test Track" attraction.  It is not clear what they truly mean, however Mark Warmann (a very close associate of Alison) believes that the icons might represent power, economy or energy efficient, brakes and speed.  The theme of "Test Track" is an automobile testing facility, so the icons as suggested by Mark fit well into that theme.  Chevrolet became a sponsor of "Test Track" in December of 2012.
MI-FR-43 "Ariel" frame

This flat plastic frame was discovered in late June on e-Bay.  The frame is produced by Chroma Graphics of Tennessee, however is was made in China.  The frame features "Ariel" from the "Little Mermaid".  The frame has a "washed" appearance that gives the viewer the feeling that the frame is under water.  Chroma Graphics said the frame is being sold only through the "Hot Topic" stores located all over the U.S.  You can order the frame on-line at www.hottopic.com.  The frame sells for $9.50.  The plate has two SKU/UPC numbers: 10599612 belongs to "Hot Topic" and 45929 42542 belongs to Chroma Graphics.  The plate has also been seen on e-Bay.  "Hot Topic" charges for shipping and collects sales tax, with the amount dependant on the state where the buyer resides.
MI-FR-44 Mickey Mouse "Hands" "frame"

This very unique frame was discovered on e-Bay in late June.  It is manufactured in Japan and designed for the larger Japanese license plates.  The plates features Mickey's gloves/hands.  The frame however does not surround the plate as most frames do and appears to provide a decorative border only to the bottom of the license plate.  The "frame" has two vertical supports that rise from the bottom banner and provide two bolt holes for attachment of the license plate.  Those holes may also provide the attachment point to the vehicle.  There is little detail known about the plate as I have not been able to contact the seller.
PT-OT-29 "Disney MGM"

This flat aluminum license plate was discovered on e-Bay in early June, as well as PT-OT-30 through PT-OT-35.  The plate is in an unfinished state and may be printer's scrap.  The plate is in the early stages of printing with some colors applied to the aluminum plate, while missing other colors.  This plate may have been created while producing the DW-MG-03 license plate.  The plate is not stamped and does not have bolt holes or slots.
PT-OT-30 "Disneyland The Original" prototype (DL-GN-10)
This prototype is flat and does not have bolt holes/slots cut into the aluminum material.  The plate has signs that the printing was not completed as the rounded corners of the border are not of the same color as straight sections of the border.  

PT-OT-31 "20 Magical Years Walt Disney World" prototype (DW-GN-04A)
This flat plate appears to be a completed prototype with the only feature missing is the stamping or embossing of the plate to create the raised features.  The plate has several paint "splotches" on it that may have rendered it useless as a sample.
PT-OT-32 "2000 Walt Disney World" prototype (DW-GN-11)
This plate is also flat and appears to be the best in quality of this series of prototypes. The silver reflective shading on  the "Spaceship Earth" globe appears to be a little lighter in color than that of the production plate.
PT-OT-33 "Walt Disney World 20 Years Surprise AAA"; Overprinted in red ink for the 1991 World Series Teams (printers scrap) (DW-GN-06)
This appears to be an excellent example of "printer's scrap".  For a reason that is not evident, it appears that the "Disney" plate was scrapped. It was then reused to test the printing and location of the graphics and text by overprinting in red ink features for a 1991 Baseball World Series plate.  I have tried to track down the 1991 World Series plate, but I have not been able to locate a plate matching the red ink graphics and text.
PT-OT-34 "Disneyland Paris ranch Davy Crockett" prototype (DP-RS-02B)
This prototype is flat and also does not have bolt holes/slots cut into the aluminum material.  This plate and PT-OT-35 were discovered after they were sold on e-Bay.  I have not seen this plate or PT-OT-35 first hand, so it is not clear what may have caused the plates to be rejected.
PT-OT-35 "Magic Kingdom Walt Disney World" prototype (DW-MK-01)



This plate and PT-OT-34 were not discovered until after they had been sold.  From the image in the e-Bay listing, it seems that this flat plate was in very good condition and it is not clear why it may have been rejected.  However, the plate did not go through the stamping/embossing process.  Unfortunately, Disney can't or won't provide any information on the use of prototypes prior to final production process.
SP-GF-74 "Disney Golf Classic 2002 Classic Club"
SP-GF-75 "Funai Classic Walt Disney World Resort 2004 Classic Club"

These two Classic Club golf plate were discovered on e-Bay in mid-June.  This was quite a surprise to find these plates as I had been told by Disney officials who worked the golf tournaments that license plates were no longer being utilized for identification of golf tournament employees and officials after 2001.  However, it is quite evident that at least the Classic Club plates were produced beyond that point.  The Classic Club is a member's only club whose members pay close to $10,000.00 to play alongside the professional golfers during Disney tournaments.  Both of the plates are aluminum and are flat.  The graphics are printed on white background plates.  So far, these are the only two plates to surface past 2001.  It would seem logical that there will be a 2003 Classic Club plate out there somewhere.
