Tokyo Disney Sea Fantasy Springs Hotel opened on June 6, 2024.  Fantasy Springs is a themed area at Tokyo DisneySea. Described as the park's eighth "port of call", the area takes the theme of 'a magical spring that leads to a world of Disney fantasy' and comprises three distinct areas recreating the worlds of the Disney films Peter Pan, Frozen and Tangled. Fantasy Springs includes four attractions, three restaurants, one shop, and a new luxury hotel situated inside the park. Built at an estimated construction cost of $2.1 billion and a development area of approximately 140,000 square meters, Fantasy Springs is the largest expansion of Tokyo Disney Resort since the initial opening of Tokyo DisneySea in 2001.
Disney's Lookout Cay at Lighthouse Point opened June 6, 2024.  Located in the Bahamas on the island of Eleuthera at a place called Lighthouse Point.  Disney Cruise Line's second island port.

"Disney's Typhoon Lagoon Stress-Free Zone" (Two Bolt Holes)

This plate is a variation of the DW-WP-08 plate that has four bolt holes.  This two-hole variation was discovered on e-Bay in late July.  The four-hole plate was released back in 2002, making twenty-two years before the two-hole version surfaced.  No additional information is known.  The plate sold for $5.99 on e-Bay.
MI-FR-64 "I Am The Pumpkin King" frame

This metal frame was discovered on e-Bay in late July.  It was manufactured by Wincraft of Winona, Minnesota.  The frame features the face of Jack Skellington from "The Nightmare Before Christmas".  The frame bears a Disney copyright.

TD-FR-03 "Tokyo Disney Resort (Minnie)"  frame
This plastic frame was discovered on e-Bay in early July.  The frame features Minnie faces and is an oversized "New York" style frame that will not fit U.S. standard vehicle plates.  The frame was made by Okada in Japan.  The frame is very similar to TD-FR-01 that was discovered in July of 2008.  The only difference is color and that the frame features Mickey faces.

New “Cars” Attractions Set To Replace Rivers of America At Magic Kingdom

New details have been revealed for the new Cars attractions coming to the Magic Kingdom.  Announced at D23: The Official Disney Fan Event Panel, two Cars attractions will help redefine Frontierland as a place for exploration of the American west, past and present.  One ride discussed was a large-scale rally race through climbing trails and geysers.  The new area will also include a second attraction geared towards the entire family, shopping, and dining.  It has now been shared that the new area will be replacing the Rivers of America and Tom Sawyer Island.  Work is set to begin on the new expansion next year.

Disney Cruise Line Announces Four More Ships, Bringing Fleet to Thirteen Ships
During the Disney Experiences Showcase at D23: The Ultimate Disney Fan Event, Josh D’Amaro announced that four new Disney Cruise Line ships were in the works.  These new ships are set for delivery between 2027 and 2031.  They also follow the launches of the Disney Treasure, Disney Adventure, Disney Destiny, and the unnamed ship debuting in partnership with Oriental Land Company.  With the five ships already sailing and four more on the way, these additional four ships will bring the total fleet count to thirteen ships. The ship names, designs, itineraries, and other plans for these upcoming vessels are still in development.
