RULES OF PACKING 101





    1)  NO HUGE MONSTER DUFFLE BAGS


Medium Army duffle is best


 36 Quart coolers are the BIGGEST to pack


  Pack animals carry balanced loads 60 lbs on each side, SO… No more that 60 lbs in one bag or box.


Wrap head of axe and splitting maul w/ cardboard.


Anything fragile ie. lantern should have case or protection.


Pre-weigh and label boxes or bags, this can save hours at the trail head.  This is where having some small items to pack really help, we balance the loads w/ boots, propane bottles, drink containers, anything small.


Most importantly…..  Bring what you need & NEED what you bring
