ART  Merit  Badge  Class  Materials
To set the stage for your Scouts to create, prepare your classroom layout in the following manner:

1/   Tables.  Use at least 4 tables to represent the 4 art formats that a Scout needs to complete the merit badge.    Divide the Scouts between the 4 tables so they can rotate between tables. 

2/  Arrange the tables so that they “flow” from one to the other.   Once a Scout finishes a design in one art format, he may continue to the next table to work on the next art format.

3/  Art Supplies.  To prepare for your class, please gather the following supplies and place 1 art supply on each table:

a/   enough regular pencils for every participating Scout at that table
b/   enough crayons for every participating Scout at that table
c/   enough colored pencils for every participating Scout at that table
d/   enough colored markers for every participating Scout at that table
4/   Legends of Scouting Art Template.   Xerox copy enough templates so each Scout has at least one (and have extras for those who may need them later on).

5/   Characteristics.    Provide a paper copy of symbols, text, etc. that help characterize the activites, organizations or significant contribution that your Scouter has participated in.    For Example:   arrow for Order of the Arrow, cross for religious awards counselor, etc.    These characteristics may be grouped in “required” and “optional” categories.   If you have a whiteboard or blackboard, I usually write or draw them so everyone can see them.    For Order of the Arrow and Woodbadge, I usually explain what these are as there are many Scouts who will not understand what they represent.    
6/   “Mind Block.”   When you conduct this merit badge, one or more of your Scouts may get “stuck” trying to create a design.    Although not necessary, I always have a page in reserve for these Scouts to help get their “creative” process going.
