If he has provided distinguished service in the OA, then you can begin with adding a red arrow, w.w.w. and the text “OA” on one of the design templates.   An Indian headdress or figure of an Indian may also fit.    If the design seems cluttered, ghost some of the text.

ii. Structure of patch (round, square, etc.) and Scouters career characteristics.   If he has provided distinguished service in the OA, then you can begin with adding a red arrow, w.w.w. and the text “OA” on one of the design templates.   An Indian headdress or figure of an Indian may also fit.   Place the Scouters name on the top or bottom, unit number, fit BSA or fleur di lis somewhere, and then work on color scheme.    If the design seems cluttered, ghost some of the text.
